* Forge links with local and national industry professionals to help students develop their own student groups
and network with professionals.

* Development of STARS training to be more beneficial for the student and their experience in executive
positions.

* Providing support and funding to new student groups.

* For dance and cheerleading to become recognised sports.

* Promoting and supporting the varsity of all student groups.

* Develop a sports and student groups brochure to be included in Fresher’s Packs and circulated during
Fresher’s Week to market your student group to the upcoming intake and increase fresher involvement.

Removing ‘box ticking’ in favour of training which directly benefits you and your experience.
Mentoring for exec teams; regular slots for help and support on all matters. Giving power to the
student to choose how much help you need.

Equipping student groups with the skills they need to train their own executives.

More funding for the ARC team; more staff is more help for student groups.

Clear guidelines for student group funding, funding your events, as you want them.

Give students groups the power to work together with like-minded groups.

Often, it can shape who you become during your time at the
university, or turn your University experience from simply “good” to “exceptional”. A
vote for JT will guarantee that you get the best experience and opportunity from
being part of a student group or sports team.
